20-22 April 2012
The troop met promptly at 5:30 and began loading the troop trailer.  After brief instructions by Senior Patrol Leader Josh Ranta and a prayer by Chaplain’s Aid Luke Layton, we were on the road shortly after 6:00.  Traffic was fairly light and we made it to the NC welcome center on schedule at 7:30.  Back on the road by 7:50, we made it to the Emerald Hollow Gem Mine in Hiddenite NC at exactly 9:00.

We unloaded the trailer, moved the vehicles to a parking area up the hill, and proceeded to setup camp in the dark. Lights were out by 11:00 and we spent the rest of the night listening to the peaceful sounds of the nearby stream … and the not-so-peaceful sounds of the resident roosters and turkey.
Wakeup came at 7:00 and the scouts were quickly working on breakfast.  After a camp flag raising ceremony performed by our newest scouts, we were ready to report to the mine office for our first activity.  We started our morning at the sluice mine where we each sifted through a bucket of mine ore while seated at a long sluicing trough.  I think everyone found something of interest in their bucket.  Our next activity was to look for gems in the creek that ran next to our campsite.  Those that braved the cold water were rewarded with more collectibles.  Our last mining activity was a simulated surface mining setup which had more the feel of an Easter egg hunt but again the boys seemed to enjoy themselves.  Our program concluded with an interesting talk about how we use minerals in our everyday lives.  The boys all now know why toilets are made from porcelain.
After a break for lunch, the scouts were free to return to any of the mining stations that we visited that morning.  Many returned to the sluicing tables to try their luck with additional buckets of ore. Wakeup came again at 7:00, this time under threatening skies.
