
Campout Report – U.S. National Whitewater Campout
August 28-30, 2015
On the weekend of August 28-30, 2015, Troop 312 camped-out at King’s Mountain State park. The following day scouts had fun at the U.S. National Whitewater center in Charlotte, N.C. There were 26 scouts in attendance. 
The troop left the church on Friday at 6:00 pm and arrived at the campground about an hour and thirty minutes later. The scouts set up their tents or hammocks by patrol, and later had cracker barrel (snacks). 
On Saturday the scouts woke up early to make breakfast and get their things ready for the day. They arrived at the Whitewater Center around 8:00 am and listened to a brief safety talk. They then split into groups and chose activities to do such as ropes courses, obstacle courses, rock walls, zip lining, or a jump tower. Then at 11:30 am the boys were gathered to eat lunch. After that, at 12:30 pm everyone who was going to raft went to a rafting safety briefing, and got their PFDs and paddles and were put into a raft. Rafting lasted two hours with two different paths to take in the man-made, concreted rafting area. After rafting the boys did more activities such as the ones earlier plus paddle boarding, kayaking, mountain biking, and more courses on the other side of the park. At around 7:30 pm, the boys were allowed to take showers and everyone left. Everyone ate pizza at around 8:00 pm, and then most everyone went to sleep because they were tired and worn out. 
On Sunday morning, the scouts ate their breakfasts quick and packed up. Everyone drove to a landmark spot in the park that included historic cottages and a cotton gin. The scouts had their chaplain service there along with their thorns and roses for the weekend. The scouts then left to arrive back at the church at around 12:30 pm. 
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
