BSA Troop 312 – 2015 White Oak Conference Center Campout Report
 
For November’s campout, the troop went to the White Oak Conference Center, part of the Southern Baptist Convention, near Winnsboro from the 20th to the 22nd.

After the courses were finished, the troop headed back to the campsite where scouts who needed an orienteering requirement completed an orienteering course.  Later in the day around 5:00pm the scouts started to cook dinner.  For the rest of the night the scouts relaxed and went to sleep. 
On Sunday the scouts woke up at 7:00am again, packed up, cooked breakfast, told thorns and roses (good and bad of the campout), and had a Scout’s Own Service.  After the troop left and arrived back at the church at around 12:30pm.
